A. Ulan-Ude is a city with a population of 435 thousand people located about 100 km east of
Lake Baikal. It is the capital of the Republic of Buryatia, a major cultural, scientific, industrial centre
of Eastern Siberia. Ulan-Ude has a unique historical and cultural heritage. There are more than 200
cultural heritage sites in the city: monuments of architecture and city planning, and monuments of art.
